She came forward once during invitation but no decision 
was made,  we have been praying for  her  regularly.  One day at 
church, she told me that she got saved at home during the week. 
After talking with her for over an hour, it became clear to me that 
she is saved. 
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During our monthly ladies fellowship in August, one teen 
girl brought her best friend. While my wife was teaching a lesson, 
it became a bit sidetracked when someone asked if everyone is 
God’s  children.  Colleen  responded  with  John  8:44.  If  you’re 
saved,  you’re  God’s  child.  If  not,  then you’re  the  devil’s.  That 
friend then came up to my wife and asked how she can become 
God’s child. She sat down with her and explained the Gospel, she 
got saved Please for those two girls to grow in the Lord as we 

teach them.

In addition, during that ladies fellowship, we had one saved single mother who came with some of 
her children. She’s was visiting Philly from upstate New York, and after seeing the church, she wants to 
come back to Philly for the church! She has since moved back, please pray for her children to become 
saved.
